Your Trials and Suffering 
Suffering and trials are inevitable. Loss, uncertainty, and 
disappointment can shake everything around us and make peace 
feel distant. In this workshop, we will explore how to experience 
steady peace in the midst of the storm, not a peace that depends 
on circumstances changing, but one anchored in the faithfulness 
and character of God. Grounded in Lamentations 3:22–24 
(“Through the Lord’s mercies we are not consumed… Great is 
Your faithfulness”), we will consider how pain can distort our 
perspective and how true peace comes as we renew our minds 
and place our hope in the Lord. Whether you are in a difficult 
season or want to be prepared when trials come, this workshop 
will help you remain steady within 
 
Raising Your Children /Peace when you have Prodigals.  
What if I told you that you can have peace in your home? Or does 
that sound impossible? No matter what season you're in—
whether raising babies, navigating the teenage years, supporting 
young adults, or loving a child who has wandered—peace is still 
possible. In this workshop, we will take a deeper look at how to 
achieve that peace, with practical ways to live it out in our 
homes, regardless of the parenting season you find yourself in.
